Inference	processes	for	some	nursing	diagnoses	in	specific	situations,	and	in	populations	such	as	infants,	
may	become	even	more	complex	due	to	the	occurrence	of	common	defining	characteristics.	This	
proximity	between	nursing	diagnoses	may	cause	doubts	among	less	experienced	evaluators.	The	classifi-
cation	trees	are	of	great	value	for	clinical	practice,	with	the	purpose	of	optimizing	the	diagnostic	
inference	process	through	technology.	The	aim	of	this	study	was	to	validate	clinically	a	classification	tree	
to	differentiate	between	the	NANDA	International	nursing	diagnoses	of	ineffective	breathing	pattern	
(IBP	–	00032)	and	ineffective	airway	clearance	(IAC	-	00031).

This	methodological	study	included	the	development	of	a	classification	tree	for	differentiation	
between	two	respiratory	nursing	diagnoses,	with	an	overall	prediction	of	86.4%.
